	Term 6 Weeks 1-8

[bookmark: _GoBack]As readers, we will continue to consolidate our Little Wandle phonics learning. We will take our phonics screening assessment in the first couple of weeks of term. We will have a focus this term on reading comprehension to help ensure the children understanding of everything they are reading.  

As writers, we will begin the term writing for extended periods, remember to use capital letters, finger, full stops, phonics, handwriting and descriptive language. We will be developing our use of adventurous language and practising varying the structure of our sentences by using conjunctions. Towards the end of the term, we will look at the key features of letters before we write some letters to our new teachers. 
As Scientists, we will be learning about growing and cooking. We will taste a variety of fruit and vegetables and look at their corresponding field crops. We will explore which ingredients are used in different meals. We will then learn about seasonal changes in summer. We will compare the changes with other seasons, reflecting back to our learning throughout the year.

	Our topic this term is an Art based topic. We will be exploring and create maps through various art forms, including drawing, felt making, printmaking and designing stained glass.    

In P.E, we will be learning about and taking part in invasion games with Mr Murphy. With Weston on a Friday, we will develop skills required in athletic activities such as running at different speeds, changing direction, jumping and throwing. 

In our R.E the children will be learning about Yom Kippur and how a Jew shows commitment to God.

In P.S.H.E, our topic is called ‘Changing Me’. We will be recognising cycles of life in nature and the natural process of growing from young to old. We will recognise how our bodies have changed since we were a baby and where we are on the continuum. Ensuring we use the correct names for parts of the body, we will recognise the differences between boys and girls.  

In Computing, the children will be introduced to coding. To master coding skills, we will explore program design and put computational thinking into practice. We will plan and design a program by deciding on the characters (objects), what they will do (actions and events) and order the actions (the algorithm). 


	As mathematicians, we will continue learning about the place value of numbers up to 100. We will count backwards and forwards from any given number under 100. Then, we will move onto learning about money. We will explore, count and understand the value of pence and pound in coins and notes. We will apply our knowledge of number to discuss equivalence such as a 20p coin being equivalent to twenty 1p coins. We will then move onto learning how to tell the time to the hour and to half hour. We will continue learning about the days of the week, months of the year and using the vocabulary before and after. 




To help with your child’s learning at home:
· Please hear your child read regularly at home. We encourage 3 reads a week with an adult. 
· Please support your child with learning their spellings at home.
· Please encourage your child to wear a watch or practice telling the time at home.
· Please support you child with their mathematics by working on their number bonds to 10 and 20. 
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
